Abstract ;: Bribery acceptance crime in official function is violation of the integrity and un-bribability
of official performance, of which the design of essential crime establishment elements must embody the
criminal policy orientation of stern administration of officials, while the foundation of punishing the crime
in business activities lies in its violation of free competition market order, based on the limited interven-
tion of market economic activities on the part of criminal law, of which the design of essential crime es-
tablishment elements must embody the principle of relative leniency.
