Sheng Niu Si Deng in View of Feature-Differentiation Theory

Abstract ; Sheng niu si deng in Chinese traditional phonetics is a generalization of Chinese charac-
ters’ sounds concerning consonants, which contains employment of feature-differentiation concept. A
comparative study of sheng niu si deng and the classification of 36 letters in SPE feature system reveals
that sheng niu si deng is a mature classification based on the feature-differentiation theory.
