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Abstract ; Marx holds that the peculiarity of human rational thinking is revealing the essence of mat-
ters through phenomenon by employing the abstractness of thinking, while the abstractness is “the prod-
uct of thinking brains” when it holds the world as a whole. Therefore the view is unconvincing that
“Marx’ s subversion of metaphysics” lie first of all in his realization that any rationality, sense is not es-
sence behind phenomenon but “delusion of traditional metaphysics”; and the anti-essence view is a
standard post-modernist philosophy context. There exists no confusion of “cognition process” and “ex-
pression process” in Hegel’ s philosophy system, and language is not only no tool to eliminate philosophi-
cal issues but a weight for clarifying philosophical issues. The continuity of Marxist thought and the word
“subversion” are misfits. Marx’s criticism of Hegel philosophy aims at stripping its idealist shell, but
never subverting it.
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
