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Factors and Mechanisms of Immersive Experience in Tourism Performing
Arts: A Grounded Analysis of Unique Henan: Land of Dramas

Abstract: Tourism performing arts are an essential carrier of the integrated development of culture and
tourism. Immersive experience is an important factor in evaluating the quality of tourism performing arts
development. Using the case of Unique Henan: Land of Dramas, this study conducts a ground analysis of
tourists’ immersive experience. The results show that the characteristics of tourism performing arts and
tourists’ identification are the main factors affecting the formation of immersive experience. Tourists’ im-
mersive experience comprises three dimensions: sensory immersion, emotional immersion, and cognitive
immersion. The characteristics of tourism performing arts serve as the foundation for tourists’ identifica-
tion and immersive experience. Tourists’ identification plays a mediating role between the characteristics
of tourism performing arts and tourists’ immersive experience, promoting the formation of immersive ex-
perience.
